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FIVE DAY PICK UP

At this time of year we find many activities compete
for our attention. We would like to thank you for
picking up your lumber within our five-day window.
Please keep this time frame in mind in the coming
weeks. With the holidays, it takes additional atten-
tion to make sure the orders are picked up in a
timely manner.

THE MOLD ISSUE

The mold issue continues to simmer
within our industry. Tolleson Lumber attempts to
minimize the exposure of our lumber to rain and
moisture after drying. The briefs in this issue on
tarped loads and concrete in the sheds, point to
our continued efforts to supply you with a clean,
dry product.

It has been stressed in both presentations
and articles that mold spores are everywhere.
The most important single point in stopping
mold growth is stopping moisture. The Southern
Pine Council in their Product Performance Facts
sheet on “Managing Moisture and Mold” offers
three steps to follow at lumber yards and job
sites. First, verify moisture content on grade
stamp and confirm that you have received dry
lumber. Second, protect stored lumber. Third,
practice good housekeeping, scraps and trash in
one area, lumber in another. Deliver and install
only dry lumber.

All parties involved must do their part to
minimize the opportunities for the development of
mold. Tolleson Lumber will tarp and can bag all
lumber we deliver. All of our lumber is stored un-
der shed. Our customers can expect us to do our
part in controlling moisture and mold by deliver-
ing clean dry lumber,

TRUCKING NEWS:

All loads delivered by Tolleson will arrive at their
destinations TARPED. Growing concern over the
mold issue has motivated us to take this extra ef-
fort at no extra charge to our customers. We’ve
always practiced a “Keep Dry” policy, but you can
now expect every load to be tarped if we arrange
delivery.

The Department of Transportation has changed the
rules regarding the amount of time a truck driver
can be on duty. Effective January 4, 2004 basically,

drivers will not have as many “on-duty not driving”
hours available to them on a daily log. The hours
that a driver spends waiting to load or unload are
considered “on-duty”, whereas before a driver
could log this as “off-duty” waiting time in many
cases. These new regulations will have a signifi-
cant impact on how all truck related business is
conducted.
